The Bob and Susie Sarka Memorial Fund was established in 2001 by Julie Sarka in memory of her husband Bob and daughter Susie.  This fund provides grants for educational proposals that expose a greater number of students to a more hands-on learning experience.  Applications for this fund must be submitted by September 30 of the school year the project is to be impemented.
Susie Sarka was an average student who learned by methods other than traditional classroom discussion, lecture, and reading. This grant is specifically meant to fund projects that will benefit students who share in Susie’s style of learning.  This type of learning style requires teachers to be very creative in their approach to education and the learning process. 

The primary purpose of this enrichment grant is to provide educational materials and experiences (e.g., hands-on equipment, instructional materials utilizing any type of media or resources), not otherwise available from the school system, which would benefit groups of students. The grant request should be structured to serve the entire spectrum of students, but with an emphasis on the average student whose learning style is other than class discussion, lecture, and reading. It can be used at any grade level.

· You may apply for a grant for classroom or school-wide projects. 

· More than one project may be funded at a time.

· Project's goals and objectives should contribute to the average learner and focus on a creative approach to learning.

· Project should reflect creative or innovative use of practices, tools, and other resources.

· Project may involve parents, where appropriate.

· Funding is available to provide equipment and instructional materials not otherwise available from the school system. 

· Julie Sarka will evaluate all applications and choose the proposal or proposals that best fit the objectives of the grant.
